D  A reading from the book of Exodus, the twelfth and thirteenth 

chapters.  Listen for the Word of the Lord. 
C  Our hearts are open. 

The Lord said to Aaron and Moses in the land of Egypt, ñThis month will be 
the first of all months to you. You will count it as the first month of the year.  
Say this to the whole community of Israel: On the tenth day of this month, 
every family in Israel will take an animal from the flock, one for each 
household.  If your household is too small for a whole animal, join with your 
next door neighbor, and divide the animal as the number of persons 
requires.  Some of the blood must then be taken and applied to the two 
doorposts and the lintel of every house where the animal is eaten.ô 

ñYou must not leave any over until morning. Whatever is left in the morning 
you are to burn. This is how you are to eat it: with your belt buckled, your 
sandals on your feet, and a staff in your hand; you will eat it in haste. It is 
the Passover of the Lord.  For I will pass through the land of Egypt that night 
and strike down all the firstborn in the land of Egypt, both humans and 
animals. I will execute this judgment on all the gods of Egypt: I am the Lord.  
The blood will mark the houses where you live. When I see the blood I will 
pass over you, and no harm will come to you when I strike the land of 
Egypt.ò 

Then Moses said to the people, ñCommemorate this day, the day you left 
Egypt and left your slavery, for the Lord liberated you with a powerful hand. 
Eat nothing with yeast in it on this day, for this day, in the month of Aviv, is 
the day of your liberation.  When the Lord brings you into the land of the 
Canaanites, Hittites, Amorites, Hivites and Jebusitesða land flowing with 
milk and honey, the land the Lord swore to your ancestors to give to youð
you are to keep this ceremony in this month.  You are to eat bread without 
yeast for seven days, and celebrate a feast honoring the Lord.  Eat only 
bread without yeast for those seven days. Nothing with yeast in it is to be 
among you; nothing with yeast in it is to be seen within your territory.  On 
that day tell your firstborn, óWe do this because of what the Lord did for us 
when we came out of Egypt.ô
