During that long period of time the king of Egypt died, and the Israelites groaned
because of the slave labor. They cried out, and their desperate cry because of their
slave labor went up to God. God heard their groaning; God remembered his
covenant with Abraham, with Isaac, and with Jacob. God saw the Israelites, and
God understood.

Now Moses was shepherding the flock of his father-in-law Jethro, the priest of
Midian, and he led the flock to the far side of the desert and came to the mountain
of God, to Horeb. The angel of the Lord appeared to him in a flame of fire from
within a bush. He looked, and the bush was ablaze with fire, but it was not being
consumed! So, Moses thought, “I will turn aside to see this amazing sight. Why
does the bush not burn up?” When the Lord saw that he had turned aside to look,
God called to him from within the bush and said, “Moses, Moses!”

He added, “I am the God
of your father, the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob.” Then
Moses hid his face because he was afraid to look at God. The Lord said, “| have
surely seen the affliction of my people who are in Egypt. | have heard their cry
because of their taskmasters, for | know their sorrows. | have come down to deliver
them from the hand of the Egyptians and to bring them up from that land to a land

juice is on the inner rings of the tray.

e After receiving communion, place the used communion cup in the basket,
and return to your pew via the side aisle.
